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Dear families and carers
Welcome to Term 2 in these strange and different times.  The first two days of this term were for professional learning and today the class teacher should have contacted you and/or your child to continue the learning at home.  We will be continuing in the same way we were working before the holidays with the majority of students learning from home.  Casual staff will be supervising the students who need to attend school because families are essential worker’s or have no other supervision.  
As per the Department of Education and the Premier’s plan, from Week 3 your child/ward will attend school one day a week. The teacher will have mentioned this today when talking with you or the class.  Wednesdays will be a day for staff to engage in professional learning, so they will only contact you in the morning and children can continue with the work prepared by the teacher for the rest of the day. 
Resource packs will be distributed over the next few days and students are asked to return any work they complete at home on their designated day, to school. Staff will continue to contact students and/or families each morning to stay connected and check on progress. 
Children may not have their regular staff on their designated day because some staff may have their own health conditions, but the teacher will be delivering the material each day other than Wednesdays. The campus will remain closed to help reduce the cleaning needed across the school. 
Families who choose to keep their child/children at home due to health conditions and if the child continues to learn at home they will be marked as attending. We have grouped families together so that your children are able to attend school on the same day. Students will be supervised at school and learning will continue online for those who are not attending on their designated day. 

Drop off and pick up will be through the front transport. Please drive through and do not leave your car. Staff will be there to help your child in and out of the car. 
PPE (Personal Protective Equipment) will be worn by staff at school to ensure safety for everyone during this difficult time. Enhanced cleaning, including cleaning of the playground after each use, will continue.
Please do not send your child if they have any signs of flu or cold. Parents will be contacted and asked to collect their child if they show any signs of sickness. We have been provided with thermometers and the temperature of both staff and students will be taken to ensure the safety of all.

Use the school canteen and uniform
shop where appropriate hygiene
measures are in place.

You must continue to

Follow your school’s advice
regarding changes to drop off and
pick up, including staying in your car
when dropping off and picking up
your child/children if safe to do so.
Maintain social distancing by
avoiding gathering outside of
school gates.

Make sure your child/children

have access to lunch and snacks,
noting some canteens may not be
operating at this stage.

Support your child/children to
continue learning at home on
remote learning days.
Communicate with your school via
email and phone wherever possible
Follow the health advice and keep

your child/children at home if they
are unwell.
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
